New Cloakroom areas

Our new cloakroom area is working very well.  We are encouraging children to be independent thinkers / learners so please can parents encourage children to come in to school on their own.  This also complies with the safeguarding guidelines for schools.
If you wish to talk to your child’s class teacher can I please ask you to book an appointment at the school office.  We do appreciate that communication is very important between parents and teachers but as you will appreciate it is important that teachers have the time to prepare for the school day.  If your child has a medical/dental appointment can you please send a note into the office and this will then be communicated to the class teachers.  

If you wish to gain entry into school can you please use the main school entrance to enter the building.  You will need to sign in and out of school if you enter the school building.  

Registration is from 9-9.10am.   The back door is closed at 9am, if you arrive after this time you must accompany your child to the main front entrance and sign your child in the signing in/out book.  If your child registers before 9.10 it is recorded as ‘late’ but if your child arrives at school after 9.10 it is then recorded as ‘late after registers close’ and shows as such on their attendance record. 

Going for Gold Behaviour Policy

Our Going for Gold Behaviour Policy is now up and running in all classes and has been in place since last Wednesday.  All behaviour, both positive and negative, is being addressed appropriately and consistently throughout the school.
