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To help your child continue to develop and retain some of the skills they have been
working on during the school year, we have put together a short list of activities for this
years summer holidays. Please support your child by helping them complete a few of
these in the books provided and returning them to school on 8th September 2009.

The book itself can be used primarily as a holiday diary to record anything interesting
that your child is involved in over the holidays, including any photographs or illustrations
they would like to add. As well as this there is a list of ideas below to compliment this
Jjournal by using other writing styles.

1) Using the Newsround website as a starting point - write a report in the style of a
journalist about an interesting (or surprising event) that has happened during your
holidays.

2) Find an object, either from your holiday if you are going away somewhere or around
your home, and produce a descriptive piece of writing that gives lots of detail about the
item but does not give away its name. (We would like to have a go at guessing what the
item is just from the description in September.)

3) Create a senses poem which uses sight, hearing, taste, touch and smell to describe an
object, animal or setting with some importance to your child.

4) Write a short story set in a location that you know very well.

Your child does not need to complete each of these suggested activities, but please
return any work that is completed to school with your child on their first day back.
