Behaviour

We are having a big focus on behaviour this term and have made very clear the expectations of behaviour in school.  Any children who are in Orange or Red will spend 5 or 10 minutes of their playtime with me.  If a child is in Red then a letter will be sent home to parents informing you of this.

certificates. The Going for Gold System lets the children see exactly how they are
doing in achieving our expectations.

In every classroom there will be a Gioing for Gold display:

At the beginning of every day all the children's names will be in the green zone
unless they were previously in silver or gold.

If a child behaves in a way that is inappropriate they will have to move their names
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We have gone through our school rules in an assembly and have discussed the reasons why we need to have school rules. Our school rules are displayed in school and read:

FRIENDS SPEAK POLITELY TO EACH OTHER

· We say please and thank you
· We listen carefully when others are speaking
· We look at the person who is talking
· We wait our turn to speak

· We sit carefully on our chairs or on the carpet

School Uniform

Please can you make sure that your child is wearing the correct uniform.  We have lots of variations at the moment. Children should wear a white or red polo shirt or white shirt / blouse, red jumper or cardigan (with or without logo) and grey or black skirt / trousers.  Black school shoes / boots should be worn.  Socks should be white, black or grey and tights should be red or grey. 
PE Kits

There are still children who are not able to take part in PE as they do not always remember to bring in all or part of their kit.  Can I remind parents that PE kit should be sent into school on a Monday morning and the kit should comprise of PE shirts, shorts, jogging bottoms and trainers.   Girls who wear tights should have a pair of socks in their bags.  Plasters need to be sent into school in PE bags for children with pierced ears.  If your child does not have their PE kit with them on PE days they will have to sit out of the lesson and watch.

Jewellery
On health and safety grounds we do not allow children to wear jewellery in our school.  The exceptions to this rule are ear-ring studs in pierced ears (the type which you have when you get your ears pierced) and small objects of religious significance, such as a crucifix on a chain.  KS2 children are allowed to wear a watch.  We ask the children to either remove these objects during PE and games or cover them with a plaster to prevent them from causing injury.    Wrist bands (including charity bands), bracelets and rings are not allowed in school.  
Dinner Monies

Cheques are be made payable to ERYC for dinner monies please.  Money should be sent into school on Monday morning in a clearly named, securely sealed envelope.  If your child is having a cooked meal on certain days i.e. Monday and Friday this should be put on the envelope.  Dinner registration is taken every morning so please remind your child to say clearly at registration their meal choice for that day. 
If your child is taken ill during the morning and a school meal has been ordered (hot meals are ordered by 9.30am) then I am sorry but this will have to be paid for.  

Chinese New Year Lunch
On Monday 23 January, school lunch will be a themed Chinese New Year meal of sweet and sour chicken, mini spring roll, rice, noodles, peas and sweet corn followed by ice cream with mandarins and kiwi. If your child does not normally have a school lunch on a Monday and would like to have the New Year meal, please complete the slip below and return it with £2.00 by Friday 13 January at the latest. We will not be able to order any more lunches after this date.

Kindles
A lot of children have received a Kindle for Christmas and are bringing them in to school.  There are lots of advantages to Kindles and they do encourage the children to read!  Kindles will be allowed in school but are the children’s responsibility.  School will accept no responsibility if they are lost or broken.  Also parents need to make sure the books on the Kindle are appropriate for the children.  If we feel that this may not be the case please be aware that if we feel a book may not be appropriate we would look at the content of the Kindle. 

School Site
The school site is locked every evening and at weekends. However it has been brought to my attention that children are entering the school grounds when the gates are locked. This is a serious safety concern. Please remind your children that the school grounds are not to be used out of school hours.
